The Church Council Summary  
October 21, 2008  

 
 

The meeting was called to order by Jim Boyd, Chairman, at 7:00 PM and opened with prayer. Minutes of the prior 

meeting were approved with one correction. 

 

Mrs. Ginger Sharp requested that a liaison be appointed to notify Girl Scout leaders of changes in policies and proce-

dures. Courtney White agreed to do this. Mrs. Sharpe stated that several girls from the Mt. Holly troop will partici-

pate in the Veteran's Day program at Union ARP Church in Richburg. 
  
There was no old business or new business so committee reports were called for. 
 

Bob Phillips reported from Trustees that changes had been made in the charges for the use of church facilities. He 

reported that due to the need for storage space the trustees are considering sectioning off the back of the stage for 

storage. The Council asked that this be delayed. A motion was made that Trustees be given permission to discard any 

stored items that are causing unnecessary problems. This was approved. 
 
Shannon Christopher the Church Membership Chairman is attempting to update the membership roll and member 
information. 
 

Brenda Reeves reported from Missions that interest in the Angel Food Ministry is increasing and asked permission to 

approach church members for sponsorships of families in the community in need. Approval was given.
